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ACADEMIA IRIA FLAVIA  was founded in 1994 in
Santiago de Compostela. It is very centrally located, at a
2-minute walk from the historic district of the city and
very close to all the major monuments.

It is a small, family-like school managed directly by the
owners.

It offers 6 classrooms and an area with computers with
free Internet access  for students. Furthermore, there
is wi-fi connection available in all the facilities.

The total number of students  can reach 90; the ave­
rage group size  is 5 students with a maximum  of 8. It
is very easy, therefore, to contact all the school staff ,
both teachers and administrative or managerial.

Actually, relation with teachers  is one of the most
important values you will find while you are here. You
relate to your teacher in the classroom, but also to other
groups’ teachers during coffee breaks or other activities.
You will see that it is not difficult to practice Spanish with
natives and out of the classroom.

In order to select our teachers, we assess their training
and professionalism, but also their human qualities: frien­
dliness, capacity to create a good environment in the
classroom and their liking “giving a hand”  in and out
of the school.

All these points sum up to reach our objective : helping
you learn Spanish in a relaxed, familiar and entertaining
environment.

Methodology
Most of your course will focus on talking : with your
teacher, with other groups' teachers, in and out the classroom,
during coffe breaks, with our secretary, in the activities, in
the market where you are likely to go one day with your
group and teacher (Just a tip: do your shopping there
and have a talk with the ladies tending the stalls of vegetables,
fish or meat).

Of course we must save some time to teach you the gram­
mar rules that will allow you to speak so much.

The activities we propose in the classroom are focussed
on encouraging the dialogue and the exchange of ideas.
That is the aim of the discussion topics we introduce, and
of the exercises in groups or pairs. We like dealing with
current events: they encourage the dialogue as any other,
but moreover they are useful to let you talk about them
to the family you live with. We intend to make what you
do in the classroom useful “out there” .

The classrooms are arranged  so that this methodology
is possible: they are large enough, sunny and decorated
to make you feel at ease there. And what is more inportant,
students and teacher sit around the same table , which
encourages conversation and makes it easier.

THE SCHOOL



There are many reasons to choose Santiago de Compostela
for your language travel.

It is small: 90,000 inhabitants and 45 minutes  on foot
from side to side.

It is also quiet and welcoming.

It is friendly. Locals love spending their time in the street:
tapas  at noon, a good time at a café in the historic
district , sun-bathing at the Quintana Square or listening
to the Banda Municipal de Música (City Council Music
Band), on Sundays in Rúa do Vilar.

The city offers high quality services , as it is the admi­
nistrative capital of Galicia and the Seat of the Autonomic
Government. It houses one of the oldest Universities in
Spain (35,000 students every year) and it is the end of the
Camino de Santiago (Saint James Way).

It is not only a centre of religious pilgrimages, but also a
young and fun city  as a third of its population is com­
posed of university students.

It has a year-long entertainment and cultural offer, with
annual programmes  in the Auditorio de Galicia (Audi­
torium), in theatres, in museums or in the streets and
squares of the old town. In certain periods this offer
becomes even more intense: Cineuropa  in November;
conciertos  of different types during the Apostle celebra­
tions in July and during the Ascensión festivities in May;
traditional celebrations in the streets in San Juan’s night
in June (22nd to 23rd); open-air dance festival in June.

The origins of the city date back to 10th century. It is a
beautiful city with a great artistic and historic value. It is
a UNESCO’s World Cultural Heritage , as it is the
Way that leads there, and with one of the largest and best
preserved historic districts in Spain.  It is surrounded
by a large group of easy-access parks and green areas, all
of them very well integrated in the city.

SANTIAGO DE COMPOSTELA

Its situation is very convenient, at the same distance from
the main cities in Galicia and with good connections with
them: Coruña  to the North and Vigo  to the South. Fur­
thermore, it is at one hour by bus from some of the best
beaches  of Northern Spain. It has also good connections
with Portugal .

But above all, Santiago is not yet very popular in
the route of language travels . Unlike other more
popular places, it does not suffer saturation of overseas
students. Actually, 85% of tourists arriving in the city are
Spanish.

How to arrive
International Airport at 9 Km from the city centre.

Several daily connections with Madrid, Barcelona, Valen­
cia, Bilbao, Málaga, Alicante… (Iberia, Spanair, Ryanair,
Vueling, Air Europa).

Direct connections with London, Rome and Frankfurt
(Ryan Air); Zürich, Vienna, Salzburg, Linz, Copenhagen,
Amsterdam, Milan and different cities in Germany (Air
Berlin); Dublin (Aerlingus); Paris (Vueling).

Spanish + Internship
Programme combining Spanish language training and
an unpaid internship period in a comapany. Host com­
panies may be private or State-owned: Tourist promotion
of Santiago de Compostela (Tourist Information Offices,
run by the City Council); tourist promotion of Galicia
(Tourist Information Office run by the Regional Gover­
nment); promotion of the Pilgrim's Way (information
office run by the Regional Government); city museums
(run by the City council or the Regional Government);
travel agencies and hotels.
You will do a real job, related to the company’s field of

activity and collaborating with other students from different countries, included Spain. Most of your work will
imply direct contact with people , reception and information, telephone contact, translation of documents…,
which multiplies its efficiency as a tool to improve your Spanish. Furthermore, we offer you programmes of a
minimum duration of 4 weeks  (depending on your previous level of Spanish) where you will be able to develop
your internship and attend your Spanish course simultaneously. Ask us for a brochure with detailed information about
these programmes.

Spanish on El Camino de Santiago
This itinerant programme takes place along the final stretch
of the Camino de Santiago (Pilgrim’s Way to Santiago),
declared First European Cultural Itinerary (Council of Europe,
1987) and Cultural World Heritage (UNESCO, 1993).
The itinerary is divided into 6 walking stages. In each of
them we discover the different landscapes of the green
Galicia in North-west Spain, from the mountains to the
valleys; the religious architecture which has been flourishing
along El Camino for 1200 years; the little stone-and-slate
villages; the traditions and hospitality of Galician country
folk; the gastronomy…

All along the way (both during our walking and in the off-the-Camino visits) our teacher–guide will give us explanations
and itinerant seminars about different topics related to El Camino and to the traditions, culture and way of life in Galicia.
Some of these seminars are: “The origins of the worship to Santiago”,  “The burial of the Apostle in Compostela”, “Monastic
hospitality in El Camino”, “Pilgrims to Compostela along the years”, “Reasons for the pilgrimage to Santiago in the Middle
Ages and at present”, “The constrution of El Camino”, “Galician wines and spirits”, “Economy and farming activities in
inland Galicia”...
The programme includes accommodation in casas rurales - traditional buildings of different kinds (mainly country manor
houses) refurbished and turned into charming family-run hotels-, all meals, support van to carry our luggage from hotel
to hotel (and available for those pilgrims who need a rest or want to finish walking for the day) and accident insurance.

SPECIAL COURSES

IRIA FLAVIA COUNCIL OF EUROPE

Intensive course 25
25 group lessons per week. Same
structure as the Standard Course
20, but with 5 extra lessons per
week, focused on improving oral
communication.

25 group lessons + 15 one-to-one
hours (x 60 minutes), dedicated to
work on those aspects of the langua­
ge that need to be reinforced or to
improve oral communication skills.

GENERAL COURSES



With Spanish families
They are selected by the school after a personal interview.
The criteria for selection are: comfort and cleanliness in
homes, kindness and friendliness by the hosts and proxi­
mity to the school. Half Board (breakfast + lunch) or Full
Board. Lightweight laundry included.

In a shared apartment
Double or single exterior rooms, equipped with a desk
and heating. They have a washing machine and fully
equipped kitchen. Cleaning service in common areas once
a week. Students must clean their own bedrooms. Bed
linen and towels are NOT provided, so students must
bring their own.. From 4 to 6 people per flat.

In Student's Residence
Very centrally located (about 10 - 15 minutes walking to
the school). It is composed of different flats (each with a
capacity for 4 to 6 students) with single rooms (double
rooms are only available with one double bed), bathrooms
and kitchen. The rooms are equipped with a desk, wardrobe
and TV. Daily cleaning service. Towels and bed linen
provided.
Available with Full Board or Half Board (breakfast +
lunch). Breakfast is prepared by the students themselves
in the residence kitchen (the residence provides the ingre­
dients: milk, coffee, bread and butter...). Lunch and dinner
are cooked and served to the students in the residence's
dining room.

In private apartments
Up to 5 people. They have an equipped kitchen, daily
cleaning service. Sheets and towels washing. Check price
and availability.

Hotel
We can manage and make reservations in hotels of different
categories.

All lodgings are at a maximum walking distance of
30 minutes from the School .
Double rooms are only available for students travelling
together.
Lodging is provided from the Sunday before the course
starts until the Saturday after the course ends. Students
arriving earlier or leaving later can book 1 or 2 extra days;
3 or more extra days will be charged as a whole week
(except in student's residences, where a maximum of 4
extra days can be booked).
Any reasonable complaint about the accommodation will
be seen to in 24 hours.

In Santiago, especially in certain periods of the year, there
are also many things to do or to see: concerts in all the
historic district squares during the summer, many of which
are free; museums, also free, as the Etnográfico del Pueblo
Gallego (Galician People Ethnographic Museum); all kind
of exhibitions… We will let you know everything happening
in Santiago while you are here.

Furthermore, ACADEMIA IRIA FLAVIA  organizes at
least 2 free activities weekly. In the summer the average
is of 4 activities a week:

- The first day we invite you to an orientation tour around
the city followed by a drink and tapa  in the historic
district. This activity is carried out if there are at least
5 students beginning the course.

- Visits to museums, exhibitions, historic buildings.

- Attending to concerts, cinema, theatre...

- Commented movies.

- Spanish music samplings.

- Afternoons of popular Spanish games (cards, table ga­
mes)

- Tour around the most traditional handcraft shops.
